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Objective 2 funding in Bristol

Since 2001, the Bristol Objective 2 Action Plan has been providing financial assistance from the European Community towards the costs of projects aimed at promoting the economic regeneration of targeted deprived areas of Bristol. The funding is helping improve prosperity and create a quality of life equal to that of the best in Europe. The Bristol Objective 2 Action Plan addresses the socio-economic and environmental problems in the disadvantaged communities of Easton, Ashley, Lawrence Hill, Windmill Hill and Filwood.

The St Werburghs Gateway Enhancement project has recently been successfully completed. Residents of Gatton Road have had their living environment transformed thanks to a successful £800,000 council-led renewal and environmental improvement scheme.

Until recently, lorries and vans had to drive through Gatton Road to reach an industrial estate, which would cause pollution, noise and vibration. The project has allowed to realign the junction of Gatton Road with Mina Road. Scheme implementation funding was secured from European ‘Bristol Objective 2 Action Plan’ and matched by the Council’s environmental improvement and highway improvement/road safety funds and developer contributions.

The commercial traffic has been taken away from the road thanks to a separate access road to the industrial estate. The project has also involved the relocation of the existing computer workshop on Mina Road now called the IT Centre with the creation of new jobs.

Noise reduction fences and screens have been installed to cut down on the impact from the busy M32 nearby, new street lighting has also been introduced and there has been widespread landscaping work to spruce up the area.

A launch party was held on June 28 where local residents expressed their satisfaction with the project’s success. Councillor Mark Bradshaw, Executive Member for Access and Environment and Bristol City Council’s Objective 2 team attended to admire the significant reduction in traffic noise and exciting new plant border.
